



Annual General Meeting 2000

1. Apologies for absence: Jane Smith

2. Business

2.1 Minutes of the 10th AGM

Acceptance of the Minutes of the 10th AGM were proposed by Pat Spoor and seconded by Alison Brettle. 

2.2 Chairman’s report

The Chairman’s report was tabled. Steve reported a stable membership and healthy financial position. Changes to the Committee were noted with thanks to past committee members. Steve was reelected to the Chair in December 2000 for two more years. Inform has now re-established regular production and members of the Committee were thanked for their efforts to achieve this. Two study days were held during the year and have reflected a new commitment to joint study days with HLG. The IFMH web site has developed well under the care of Lucy Johnson Bell and the e-groups for the Committee and IFMH members have continued. Rhiannon Cox proposed that the report be accepted and David Stewart seconded the proposal.  All were in favour.

2.3 Treasurer’s report

Rhiannon Cox tabled the Treasurer’s report and noted that IFMH’s income level and turnover had been maintained. Most of the income was derived from the renewal of membership subscriptions and from the popularity of study days. Rhiannon noted that more organisations are requesting invoices which has slowed down the renewal process. Anne Troth proposed that the Treasurer’s report be accepted and Pat Spoor seconded this. All were in favour.

2.4 Membership report

Rhiannon Cox tabled the Membership report. 105 members were registered in 2000, with 5 recruited from the June study day. Membership is slightly down on previous years, but it is hoped that the revived Inform publication schedule will cause membership numbers to rise. Most of the members were librarians/information officers and the majority was from acute hospital trusts, health authorities and academic institutions. The Membership report was proposed by Sarah Dutton and seconded by Ann Troth. All were in favour.

3. Any other business

David Stewart, Chair of Health Libraries Group, informed the members that the Library Association merger with the Institute of Information Scientists would take place on 31 March 2002. The new organisation will not officially have sub-groups at that point. Given this situation all committees of subgroups have been asked to suspend elections until further notice, and to continue to exist in shadow form from 1 April 2002 and to await guidance.
