Study Days

A Study Day was held on 19th April with the theme ‘Meeting the challenge of evidence-based health management: the information professional’s role’. Presentations from the day are now available on the IFMH web site. The next Study Day will be a joint event with Libraries for Nursing to be held late November/early December and this will focus on information literacy and elearning.  

Currently bookings for Study Days are not taken until the full programme is available.
