A new report from Healthcare Commission outlines national priorities for action over the next five years and announces plans to promote improvements in services by publishing performance indicators. The Commission has undertaken 26 in depth local reviews – each focusing on the local population of an area and the primary care trusts, NHS hospitals, ambulance services, local authorities and voluntary organisations that work together to promote, maintain and improve cardiac health. They have also carried out a national patient survey, with almost 4,000 responses received.

Mortality data in adult cardiac surgery for named surgeons: retrospective examination of prospectively collected data on coronary artery surgery and aortic valve replacement.

OBJECTIVES: To present named surgeon mortality for coronary artery surgery and aortic valve surgery. DESIGN: Retrospective analysis of prospectively collected data. SETTING: All NHS hospitals undertaking adult cardiac surgery in north west England. PARTICIPANTS: 25 consultant surgeons carrying out coronary artery surgery and aortic valve replacement (April 2001-March 2004). MAIN OUTCOME MEASURES: Mortality for both operations according to surgeon. EuroSCORE to stratify patients into low and high risk. RESULTS: 10,163 patients underwent surgery under 25 surgeons. The average number of patients per surgeon was 363 for coronary artery surgery and 44 for aortic valve replacement. Seventeen per cent of the patients undergoing coronary artery surgery and half of those undergoing aortic valve surgery were considered high risk. The average mortality was 1.8 per cent (range 0-3.8 per cent) for coronary surgery and 1.9 per cent (0-12.5 per cent) for aortic valve surgery. Mortality for all surgeons fell below 99 per cent control limits of the national mean for both operations. CONCLUSIONS: The presented mortality figures for the two cardiac operations fell within accepted limits for all surgeons. Dividing outcomes into low and high risk patients is imperfect but may help to inform the public about the complexities of this type of analysis and prevent surgeons avoiding high risk patents who may benefit from an operation. 2 figs. 2 tables 14 refs.
